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A Guide for Appropriate Behavior on New Heights Field Trips, Performance Opportunity, Enrichment Class, and Other Activities

1. Preparation - prepare ahead for the field trip or activity. Have lunches packed, clothing picked out, etc.
2. Reservations – make reservations on time with the appropriate person and turn in money ahead of time if requested. Don't wait to pay on the day of the field-trip/activity unless otherwise asked to do so. Do not, under any circumstances, show up for a field trip or activity without making a reservation if one is requested.
3. Cancellation – if you make a reservation and then discover you cannot attend the activity, call the contact person immediately. Often there is a minimum number of people needed to form a group. If you cancel after the reservation cut-off date, you should expect to pay any fees for the activity.
4. Punctuality – be at least 10 minutes early for all activities. If you are going to be more than 5 minutes late, it's sometimes better not to come at all. (Live performance is a perfect example of this.) Please call if you are late or can't make it! Others in the group could be embarrassed if they have to delay the event from starting because they are waiting for another family.
5. Appearance – dress should be as nice as would be worn to a regular school. Please don't wear clothing that contains negative wording or inappropriate material or are too revealing.
6. Age appropriateness – bring only children who are age-appropriate for the activity. (For example, no babies are allowed at Live Performances.)
7. Liability – parents are responsible for the supervision of their own children to ensure safety and avoid accidents. By attending with your child, you are accepting liability for all children in your care. It is always wise to have first aid supplies on hand for your family.
8. All cell phones should be turned off during the events!
9. Student behavior – all children must behave in a courteous and controlled manner, follow directions, remain silent when the need arises, and follow leaders' directions.
10. Thank others for their time and be respectful to the people around you.
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
