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New Heights Home School Prom Guidelines

All students and guests who attend our Home School Prom must be properly dressed. The prom is a formal affair where formal evening attire is expected.

To help students understand what is expected of them, we are providing the following guidelines:
· Attendees will be expected to behave in a dignified manner.

· Students must be a current Freshman, Sophomore, Junior or Senior or First Year Alumni (9th - 12th grade). The invited guest must be no more than 21 years of age.

· Students are allowed to purchase an unlimited number of tickets.

· Tickets are available to all home school students and they do not need to be a member of New Heights.

· Students and guests must present current picture identification before being admitted into the prom.

· Tickets must be purchased in advance. Tickets will not be sold at the door.

· Refunds cannot be issued if you are unable to attend the Prom, if you are not admitted to the Prom due to dress code violations, or if you have been placed on indoor or outdoor suspension on the day of the Prom.

· Students cannot sell their tickets to other students without the approval of New Heights staff.

· No sitting on laps and no grabbing date or another in an inappropriate way.

· No early dismissal without parents’ presence or written permission.
CROWNING OF THE PROM KING AND QUEEN - The crowning of Prom Royalty will take place at 9:00 p.m. on the night of the prom. If the winner is absent, the runner-up will be crowned. (All seniors’ names will be collected for a drawing where one male and one female name will be drawn.)

PROHIBITED: foul language, weapons, smoking, alcohol, and illegal substances
Any student who chooses not to abide by the Prom Guidelines WILL NOT BE ADMITTED.

NOTE:

Remember, the cost of clothing does not determine whether it is appropriate.

GENTLEMEN

Tuxedos with bowtie, necktie, and dress shoes are permitted.

Formal headgear will be permitted such as a Derby hat.

NOTE: YOU MUST WEAR A JACKET.

YOUNG LADIES

A modest, becoming dress is expected. Please use discretion to assure your selection is tasteful and above reproach.

The following are unacceptable/not allowed:

Exposed navels (belly buttons) and cleavage

Slits in dresses/skirts that extend two (2) or more inches above the kneecaps

Leather outfits, bikini tops, diamond bras, or bras worn as shirts

Backdrop dresses that extend below the bra strap

Two-piece outfits (skirt with matching top)

Plunging necklines

NOTE: Attire with a matching jacket must meet guidelines when or if the jacket is removed (females).

All guests must follow all rules and regulations that are outlined in this package. It is your responsibility to make certain that your guest is apprised of these rules.
